We would also like to take this opportunity to remind parents across all year groups of the 
importance of continuing to hear your child read regularly at home and encouraging them to access 
Numbots and TTRockstars. Just a few minutes of regular practice can make a huge difference to 
children’s confidence and progress in reading and maths.
